The GST is to be indicated separately where
applicable.

3. The prices quoted should be valid for 90 days.

4, The University may reject all bids or proposals at any time before accepting a bid or proposal. The
University shall upon request communicate to any bidder who submitted a bid or proposal, the
grounds for its rejection of proposals, but is not required to justify those grounds.

5. Two (2%) bid security of estimated price in the shape of Demand Draft / Pay Order / Call Deposit
Receipt in favor of Rawalpindi Women University, as mentioned in the bidding documents, must
be attached along with the bids. Bid(s) without earnest money will not be considered. Bids with
LESS earnest money will not be entertained. No Crossed-Cheque / Bank Challan / Cash or any
other instrument other than Demand Draft / Pay Order / Call Deposit will be accepted.

Earnest Money shall be
forfeited and the bidder may also be blacklisted.

All books should match the attached technical specifications as given in this tender document.

For Technical qualification following major points should be notified by each bidder.
e The Bidders will warrant that the quoted Books are new, genuine, or not pirated.

e Books should not be in loose Binding / spiral binding, quoted books should be in
Paper/Hard Binding.

Before submission of bids, the bidders may obtain further information and completely satisfy
themselves about the required books for which they are bidding for.

The prices quoted should be valid for 90 days.

One person or one company may submit one bid and if one person / one company submits more
than one bid, the procuring agency shall reject all such bids.

In exceptional circumstances before the expiry of the original bid validity period, the University
may request the firms to extend the period of validity for a specified additional period which shall
in no case be more than the original bid validity period. The request and the responses thereto shall
be made in writing. A firm may refuse the request without forfeiture of its earnest money. A firm
agreeing to the request will be required to extend the validity of its earnest money for the period
of the extension.

The successful firm shall pay such direct or indirect taxes, duties, fees, and other impositions levied
under the applicable laws, the amount of which shall be deemed to have been included in the total
cost/contract price. The University, if required by any law for the time being in force in Pakistan,
shall deduct all applicable taxes and duties while making payments to the successful bidder.

In case of submission of fake documents (pay order/demand draft or any other document)
along with the bid, the University reserves the right to black-list such firm(s) from the
University with information to PPRA authorities.

The sentence “BID FOR PROCUREMENT OF LIBRARY BOOKS” should be indicated on
the envelope as well as in quotations.

The University Library Purchase Committee will open bids, in the presence of the firm’s
representatives who choose to appear, at the time, date, and location given in the Tender Notice.

The firm’s name, bid price, and such other details, as the University Purchase Committee at its
discretion may consider appropriate, will be announced by the University Purchase Committee at
the bid opening meeting.

At any time before the deadline for submission of bids, the University may, for any reason, whether
at its initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective firm(s), modify the
bidding document by issuing an Addendum.

The University may reject all bids or proposals at any time before accepting a bid or proposal. The
University shall upon request communicate to any supplier or contractor who submitted a bid or
proposal, the grounds for its rejection of all bids or proposals, but is not required to justify those
grounds.

The successful firm(s), under Section-22(A)(b) of Schedule-1 of Stamp Act 1899 read with
Finance Act 1995 (Act-VI of 1995), is liable to pay Stamp Duty @ Twenty-Five Paisa for
every One Hundred Rupees on account of provision of ordered BOOKS. The stamp duty will

have to be paid in the form of Stamp Paper(s). The stamp paper(s) should be in the name of
the firm.

The successful firm(s) would be required to provide LIBRARY BOOKS within 3-5 weeks
after issuance of Purchase Order(s) or within the period indicated in the Purchase Order(s).
If a successful bidder(s) failed to deliver the ordered stores within the stipulated period
indicated in the Purchase Order(s). University reserves the right to impose a penalty, not
exceeding 1 % of the total amount of the contract for each day of delay subject to a maximum
of 10% of the total amount of the contract, or cancel the purchase order and forfeit the
earnest money.

The successful bidder will provide a proper printed Bill having a proper serial number, separate
Sale Tax Invoice, Delivery Challan & Professional tax certificate for payment.

Bidding Firms should not have been black-listed and debarred by any government civil department
or semi-government organizations.

The Bidding Firm should not have a litigation case going on with any government civil department
or semi-government department relating to its business. An affidavit in this regard will be
submitted by the firm. If it is found at any stage that the firm has made a wrong statement, the
contract will be terminated and the security fee will be confiscated.

Any bid not accompanied by the earnest money shall be treated as non-responsive and rejected by
the University.

The earnest money of unsuccessful firm(s) will be returned upon award of the contract to the
successful firm(s) or on the expiry of the validity of the bid whichever is earlier.

The earnest money of the successful firm will be returned when the firm delivers the required
books as per PO or furnishes the required Performance Guarantee up to 10%and signs the Contract
Agreement, where applicable.

The earnest money may be forfeited: -

a. if a firm withdraws a bid during the period of bid validity; or
b. if a firm does not accept the correction of its Bid Price; or
C. If a firm fails to furnish the required Performance Guarantee or sign the Contract

Agreement (in the case of a successful firm).

d. If the company fails to deliver the books during the stipulated time.
